TAIPEI

@® XiMenDing- Ximending has been called the "Harajuku of Taipei" and the "Shibuya of Taipei".
Ximending is the source of Taiwan's fashion, subculture, and Japanese culture

@® Chiufen - A place where you get a chance to taste the local snacks and foods of Taiwan such as Taro
and Sweet Potato Ball efc.

@® Shihfen Old Street - Although the Shihfen Old Street does not necessarily attract tourists due to its
traditional architecture, it does boast the unique attribute of serving as the only old street in Taiwan,
which trains pass through on a daily basis. As they happily enjoy delicious home-cooked noodles,
visitors can enjoy the sight of trains passing along the unfenced railway gates.

@® Taipei 101 shopping mall - Taipei 101 is the tallest building in the world, with a mega five-story
shopping mall and occupying seven floors of the Financial Centre is the Taiwan stock exchange. You
can also take the quick lift to 89th floor observatory (by own expenses)

@® Shilin Residence Garden - the ground area can be divided into two parts of garden and official
residence as known as former President Chiang KaiShek and Madam Chaing Soong Meiling residence.
But now is currently apen for public tour.

@® Shihlin Night Market - Considered to be the largest and most famous night market in the city. Great
place of local handicrafts, clothes, toys, tasty local snacks and souvenirs.
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@® Tainan Jingzaijiao Tile - paved Salt Fields- Built during the 23rd year of the reign of Jiacing in the Qing
dynasty (A D 1818), the Jingzaijiao Tiled Salt Fields were formerly known as L aidong Salt Field Under
the sunshine, the Pottery Salt Pan displays a resplendent, mosaic like pattern. These features make it
a unique cultural landscape of the homeland of salt. Today, it has become an excellent site for tourists
to experience salt drying.

@® Xitou Monster Village - Nantou got an area call monster village, actually is a Japanese-style building
district, Japanese style architecture plus cute monster peculiar shape wear kimono dolls with the clerk,
who deep in the middle of the Japan streets.

@® SunLinkSea Forest Recreational Area - It is famous for its fascinating sun-link-sea scenery. It is
situated at Xitou on the way to Alishan. Situated at the elevation of 1600-1800 meter and it is about 40
hectare of Sun Link Sea Forest Recreation Area. Sun Link Sea has an average of 20 degrees Celsius
all year long China Fir and hemlock dot the entire countryside and blanketed the entire area in green.

@® Sun Moon Lake - is Taiwan's largest freshwater lake, located in a basin surrounded by peaks. lts

Lake " It has also been called the “Heart of Taiwan,” not for romantic reasons, but for its role as a major
hydropower generator.

® Wenwu Temple — This monumental temple, built in China’s Northern Dynasty style and is a famous
temple that sits on the surrounding Sun Moon Lake which is one of the popular tourist destinations in
Taiwan.
