Ba Dinh Square - Ba Dinh Square is the name of a famous square in Hanoi where president Ho
Chi Minh read the Proclamation of Independence of the Democratic Republic of Vietnam.

Ho Chi Minh Mausoleum & Residence - \When Ho Chi Minh died, the granite Ho Chi Minh Mausoleum
was built here to display his embalmed body It remains a major site of fourism and pilgimage:

One Pillar Pagoda -The One Pillar Pagoda is a historic Buddhist temple in Hanoi, the capital of Vietnam,
It is regarded alongside the Perfume Temple, as one of Vietnam's two most iconic temples.

Temple of Literature - Dedicated to Confucius, was founded in 1070 by Emperor Ly Thanh Tong. In
1078, Vietnam's first university was established here to educate Vieinam's administrative and warrior’s class.
Hoan Kiem Lake - Hoan Kiem Lake meaning "L ake of the Returned Sword”, is a lake in the histarical
center of Hanol, the capital city of Vietnam. The lake is one of the major scenic spots in the city and
serves as a focal point for its public life.

36 Ancient Street - The 36 Ancient Street, near Hoan Kiem lake, has the original street layout and
architecture of old Hanoi. Each street then had merchants and households specialized in a particular
trade, such as silk traders, jewelry, etc.
